Applying for Financial Aid – Requirements

Each year the Baden-Württemberg state Ministry of Science, Research and the Arts together with the German Academic Exchange Service (DAAD) allocate a limited budget to the Universität Freiburg to support international (doctoral) students in continuing their studies, the completion of their degree as well as toward the completion of their doctoral degree.

The International Office (IO) of the Universität Freiburg is bound to use these funds ONLY in cases in which the student finds him/herself subject to an unforeseen and temporary emergency situation through no fault of his or her own and is not able to obtain financial aid from other sources. This financial aid is intended as a means of last resort to obviate the student’s/doctoral candidate’s need to break off his/her studies in general or his/her degree just prior to completion for reasons of financial distress.

This financial aid is not a scholarship and therefore cannot be compared either in terms of awarded amount or of duration to any scholarship. The maximum duration of support is limited to six months. Aid can first be paid in the month following the application.

Only if you satisfy the requirements specified above, you can submit an application for financial aid.
